[image: image1.png]EZ BASE TEMPLATE INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Cut the outermost outline out as shown by (A) below.

2. Place the template on the ground where the EZ Base is to be installed.

3. Tape the template in place;it is crucial that the template not move.

4. Using a sharp object (nail punch, screwdriver, etc.) and a mallet or hammer, scar the
substrate surface by striking the punch several times while the punch is placed in the
center of the four locations marked by the crosshairs.

5. Remove the template. There should be four marks in the substrate. These four marks
represent the center of the drilling locations as described in the installation instructions.
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AFTER PRINTING THIS TEMPLATE, BE SURE TO MEASURE THE DIMENSIONS WITH A RULER TO
ENSURE YOUR PRINTER DID NOT SCALE THE IMAGE! IF THE IMAGE DOES NOT MATCH THE MEA-
SURMENTS EXACTLY AS NOTED, DO NOT USE THE TEMPLATE. CONTACT THE FACTORY FOR AN

ORIGINAL TO BE MAILED TO YOU OR CHECK YOUR PRINTER SETTINGS AND RE-PRINT.
